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This position paper has been developed by the RORG-Network as part of the follow-up of the South Evaluation of the RORG-Network 2002/2003, that i.a. pointed at the lack of common understanding among the member organisations (RORGs) of its core business: North/South information. This position paper represents a broad common understanding of the information work that the RORG-Network wishes to promote and develop in the years ahead. 

A. Goals for North/South information

The member organisations of the RORG-Network co-operates to create consciousness and understanding on how global issues affects individuals, local communities and countries and has as its main goal:

1. To change attitudes, actions and policies in the North with the aim of creating a more just world.


Central partial goals, subordinated to the main goal, include to:
 

2. promote a real dialogue for change both in the North and in the South,
3. stimulate increased knowledge, reflection and critical debate on Norwegian policy for international development and central challenges in todays globalised world, 

4. promote the interests of developing countries and poor people through the promotion of Southern persepctives (see separate position paper) and to

5. promote the idea of global citizenship.

B. Essential ways of working, target groups and methods in North/South Information

The member organisations of the RORG-Network have different ways of working, target groups and methods in North/South Information. In order to contribute together in the best way possible on the national level with regard to the goals set in part A, it is vital that each organisation do what they can best within a strengthened co-operation and actively carry out information activities towards their own target groups in accordance with common goals. At the same time it is important that the organisations together find ways to strengthen efforts to achieve common goals. Essential ways of working, target groups and methods for the organisations – separately and together – includes:

1. mobilisation of a public opinion,

2. engage actively towards the media,

3. lobby actively towards parliament and government,

4. engage actively towards the educational system,

5. further develop co-operation with the South and

6. further develop a pedagogy for people in rich countries.
